ACTIVITY

Teachers or students select an image from Britannica ImageQuest and write at least four paragraphs about the image. Paragraphs can be 

descriptive or persuasive. Activity variations include:

• Choose an image that aligns with what is being studied in science or social studies.

• Choose an image that aligns with current events.

• Use three images as a “before, during, after” writing exercise
(e.g., Japan, Pearl Harbor, World War II).
